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AMATA amplia projeto de recuperacéao de areas degradadas com nova fazenda no Para

A AMATA adquiriu no primeiro semestre de 2011 a Fazenda Soberana, localizada a 40 km do municipio
de Ipixuna, Para, com o objetivo de ampliar a quantidade de terras destinadas as operacdes do
projeto SCA'. A propriedade tem 5.200 hectares de area total e 1.200 hectares disponiveis para
plantio.

De acordo com o plano de reflorestamento, o plantio sera realizado com mudas de espécies nativas de
interesse comercial da Regiao Amazonica, em diferentes composicoes, como o parica, a sumaima, o
ipé, o jatoba, a andiroba, a copaiba, o freijo, o cedro rosa, dentre outras. Com essa nova fazenda, a
previsao € que sejam plantadas pelo menos 4 milhdes de arvores até o final de 2012 pelo projeto SCA,
cujas mudas serao fornecidas por viveiros parceiros do estado do Para. O projeto todo, em parceria
com a SCA, prevé o plantio de 14 milhées de mudas em 14 anos.

O planejamento operacional da Fazenda Soberana teve inicio no Gltimo més de agosto e,
comecaremos a preparacao do solo depois de obtidas as licencas ambientais legais para o plantio, que
deve ocorrer a partir de outubro. A AMATA também estabeleceu uma parceria com o Instituto Peabiru
para a realizacdo do diagndstico social, econdomico e ambiental na regido de entorno da propriedade,
previsto para iniciar ainda em setembro, com a participacao da consultora Mary Alegretti.

Programa The Amazon Alternative apoia processo de certificacdo da AMATA na Flona do
Jamari

A AMATA assinou, no més de setembro, um contrato com o The Amazon Alternative (TAA), programa
do governo holandés que incentiva a certificacdo FSC® de projetos de manejo florestal na Amazonia.
Por meio desse acordo, a AMATA recebera do TAA apoio para executar o processo de certificacao das
operacoes de manejo florestal e cadeia de custddia realizadas na area de concessao na Floresta
Nacional do Jamari, localizada em Rondonia. Também serdao apoiados pelo programa os trabalhos de
diagnostico das atividades de garimpo ilegal na regidao, da presenca de comunidades tradicionais e do
uso de produtos florestais nao madeireiros.

A Amata é membro do TAA desde 2009, ano de inicio de suas atividades. A meta do programa é
estimular a certificacdo de 4 milhdes de hectares de Floresta Amazdnica no Brasil, no Peru e na
Bolivia até 2013, uma vez que o governo holandés ¢ um dos grandes consumidores de madeira
certificada no mundo. Para isso, o TAA conta com um orcamento para financiar 50% do valor das
acoes necessarias a obtencao da certificacdo pelas empresas florestais, ONGs, governos e
comunidades participantes do programa. Metade desses recursos destina-se a iniciativas desenvolvidas
no Brasil.

AMATA expands its recovery project for degraded areas with a new farm in the state of Para

In the first semester of 2011, AMATA acquired the Soberana farm, located 40km from the municipality
of Ipixuna, Para, with the purpose of expanding the amount of land dedicated to the activities of the
SCA project?. The property has 5,200 hectares of total area and 1,200 hectares available for planting.

According to the company reforestation plan, the seedlings of commercially exploitable tree species
native to the Amazon region, such as Anadenanthera, Ceiba pentandra, Tabebuia, Hymenaea
courbaril, Meliaceae, Alchornea triplinervia, Cordia alliodora and Cedrela fissilis, among others, will

2 Since 2008, AMATA has maintained a partnership with SCA, one of the largest pulp and
paper companies in Europe, with the purpose of recovering degraded areas in the Amazon
Rainforest through the planting of native tree species.

be planted in this area. With this new farm, it is forecast that at least 4 million trees will be planted
by the end of 2012 under the auspices of the SCA project, and seedlings from these will be supplied to
partner nurseries throughout the state of Para. The entire project, in partnership with the SCA,
includes the planting of 14 million seedlings over the next 14 years.

The operational planning of Soberana farm began last August and we will begin soil preparation after
obtaining the environmental licenses required for planting, which should come in from October.
AMATA has also established a partnership with the Peabiru Institute for undertaking a social,
economic and environmental diagnosis of the region surrounding the property, forecast to begin in
September, with the participation of consultant Mary Alegretti.

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The Amazon Alternative program supports AMATA in its certification process in Jamari Public
National Forest

In September, AMATA signed an agreement with The Amazon Alternative (TAA), a program sponsored
by the Dutch government that provides incentives for FSC® certification of forestry management
projects in the Amazon region. Through this agreement, AMATA will receive support from TAA to
execute the certification process of its forestry management and custodian network operations,
carried out in its area of concession in the Jamari National Forest, located in the state of Rondonia.
Analyses of illegal mining activities, the presence of traditional communities and the sustainable use
of non-lumber forestry products in the region will also be sponsored by the program.

Amata has been a member of the TAA since 2009, the year it began its activities. The aim of the
program is to encourage the certification of 4 million hectares of Amazon Rainforest in Brazil, Peru
and Bolivia by 2013, since the government of The Netherlands is one of the largest consumers of
certified wood in the world. Accordingly, the TAA has a budget to finance 50% of the cost of the
initiatives necessary to obtain certification by the forestry companies, NGOs, governments and
communities that wish to participate in the program. Half of these resources are destined to
initiatives that are being developed in Brazil.
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
